Mark Your Calendars!   The Laura (Riding) Jackson Foundation announces that the 3rd Annual Vero Beach Book Festival will be held November 15 -17, 2007.  An expanded schedule with over 50 authors will gather in Vero Beach for this celebration of reading.
Saturday’s Festival Marketplace is truly the heartbeat of the Festival.  Located in historic downtown Vero Beach, 14th Avenue between 21st and 23rd Street, from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm, the Marketplace features 5 Author Presentation Venues, book sales and author signings, Kid’s Street and Pavilions, Local Authors’ Alley, exhibitors of literary items, and entertainment, all free to the public.  Refreshments are available by purchase in the food court.

The five (5) Author Presentation Venues, located in or a short walking distance from the center of the Festival Marketplace, include the Community Center, the Heritage Center, the Courthouse Executive Center, 14th Avenue Theatre Plaza, and the Woman’s Club.  Throughout the day, from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm there will be four (4) panel presentations and over 25 individual author presentations, all free to the public.   Some of the Festival’s authors include Sena Jeter Naslund, David Hagberg, Rick Bragg, James O. Born, Stephanie Keating, Ted Bell, Chef Robert Catherine, Tim Dorsey and many others.  A complete list of authors and schedule will be announced in October.   Panels include Mystery, Book Reviews: Insight or Axe-Grinding Opinions, Political: Publishing Political Books in the Era of George W. Bush, and Writers’ Talk.
Twenty (20) children and young adult authors will be meeting children and parents on Kid’s Street in the Festival Marketplace.  Kid’s Street will also feature “hands on” arts and craft booths provided by the Vero Beach Art Club, clowns, puppet shows, and other related activities.  The two (2) Kid’s Pavilions will host students who will show and read their works in various contests and activities, and the Kid’s Street Authors will be giving presentations and providing entertainment.  
In addition to the over 50 Book Festival authors, Authors’ Alley features our local authors and their works.  These authors are anxious to meet and talk with the public about their passion…writing.
